“Once Upon a Time in Luton” - an audio

Care Home in Luton, Medway. The stories 
are suitable for all ages, adults and children!

This map will guide you on a route around 
the local area, with 12 stopping points at 
which stories have been recorded for you to 
enjoy. You are welcome to listen to them as 
you travel the route, but it works just as well 
listening from the comfort of your 
own home! 

If you are walking, please be advised there 
are some steep inclines, a lot of steps, a busy 
road to cross, and some tricky terrain- so do 
be prepared with suitable walking attire! If 
you are listening from home, you can follow 
the route on this map and simply enjoy 
the stories!

7. The Wise Horses: Consider enduring 
questions, grandmas and horses, and how 
those we love stay with us always.

8. The Boundary: Sing and dance with a 
father and son celebrating Luton together. 

9. Crow Field: Party at a surprising and 
raucous wedding to which humans aren’t 
invited.

10. The Giantess: Some feelings are big 
enough to start fires, meet the local heroine 
who puts them out.

11. Victory Tales: Join a very special cat and 
those who feed him stories and snacks. 

12. Rooted: About home, community, and 
what it takes to feel you belong somewhere.

The storywalk starts outside Luton Library- 
go to track one, press play and you’ll hear it!  
At the end of each story, you’ll hear the 
cawing of Feathers the Crow, who will be 
your guide throughout the storywalk, as 
soon as you hear him you will know it’s 
time to move on. You can then slip off your 
headphones until you reach the next stop 
on the map, and then press play on track 
number 2, and so on…. we hope you 
enjoy listening…..
